The 6:00 pm Executive Session scheduled for this evening was cancelled.

I. Meeting Organization
A. Call to Order

Pledge of Allegiance

1. Don DeFedele called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  He then asked for a moment of silence in memory of School Committee Attorney, Peter Olsen who recently passed away.
2. Carol Hueston announced the winners of the School Bus Safety Poster Contest.  Mrs. Hueston was one of the judges for the contest which was part of School Bus Safety Week, sponsored by the School Department.  (Appendix A)  The winners were:

C. Calendars
1. Dr. Halley went over the dates of interest in November and December with the committee.  

II. Citizen’s Comments on Agenda Items
A. Frank Boffi asked the chairperson for instruction on how to place something on a School Committee agenda.  He then stated that he wished that the committee would work to resolve problems with the same tenacity that they do to persecute Mr. Mudge.
B. Muriel Cammara said that she was “shocked to read about the latest imbroglio” in the newspaper.  She also stated that she felt that the lack of civility on the committee is “extraordinary”.  “Mr. Mudge can be annoying; I find him annoying.  I tell him what to do, but he doesn’t listen.”  Dr. Cammara also was astounded that Mr. Daly sent the letter informing Mr. Mudge of the Executive Session.  She stated that the problem with the committee is “not that there is a maverick on the board but a lack of leadership”.
C. Chris Prata spoke to support Mr. Mudge regarding the email issue.  Mr. Prata stated that he felt that the technology policy does not refer to what Mr. Mudge is reportedly accused of doing.  He also said that Mr. Mudge is “a good resource which is not being tapped”.
D. Joseph Avenzato wished to address the committee’s desire to punish Mr. Mudge for trying to engage his first amendment rights of Freedom of Speech.  Others misuse the email system and this misuse goes unnoticed and unpunished.  Mr. Avenzato asked the committee to “walk away from this” and not “finish the School Committee term on an ill conceived and sour note.”
E. Bill Gilbert spoke regarding the article in the back of the room entitled “Why Board Culture Matters” from the American School Board Journal/September 2004.  The article is about allowing committee dysfunction to go unchecked and how this will erode the public’s trust.  He felt that this was pointedly left there in direct reference to Mr. Mudge’s “alleged activities”.
F. Kathleen Brown read a letter from Terry Ohs regarding a Goals and Objective of the School Committee to “Introduce the concept of affiliation with the National PTA and Consolidate Programs by 6/06”.  Ms. Ohs “would like a meeting of the boards of the district’s PTOs and the School Committee to be held before any further discussion of these issues is had by the school committee”.  Ms. Ohs would appreciate an opportunity to speak to the committee before any decisions are made on these two issues.   Mrs. Brown then went on to make known concerns that she had on the 5 Year Capital Improvement Plan and why there is so little discussion about Wickford Middle School’s problems.
At this point in the meeting, Barbara Fitzsimmons provided a PowerPoint presentation on the 
2004 RIDE Assessment Program. (Appendix B)

1. Mr. DeFedele identified the following correspondence for the record:
a. High School Art Curriculum Coordinator Department Chair, Jean Larsen, has arranged to have a varying display of student artwork in the Administration Building this year.  The exhibits will put on view the efforts of students from differing grade levels and every school.
b. Mr. DeFedele asked Dr. Halley if he had heard from the Town regarding the naming of the High School Band Room after Joseph Pelosi.  Dr. Halley said that he had not, and that he would check with them.
c. Letter from the National Association of Secondary School Principals to Mr. Foley informing him that Jade Nanning has been selected as a State Winner in the 2004 Wendy’s High School Heisman Award program sponsored by Wendy’s and the NASSP.  The award is based on excellent achievement in academics, athletics, and community service.  She will go on, with other State winners, to try to be one of the two (male, female) National finalists in New York on December 10.
d. Mr. DeFedele then deferred to Dr. McGregor who informed the committee that the High School’s Counseling Department has been invited to present their program at the ASCA National Conference in June 2005.

a. On item 12 d Bill Mudge questioned whether the statement was in actuality referring to Hammond Hill Road or Gilbert Stuart Road.  Mr. DeFedele stated that Mr. Horan made the comment referring to Hammond Hill Road.
b. Carol Hueston/Pat Watkins motioned to approve these minutes.  The motion carried with a vote of 6, 0, 1, with Bill Mudge abstaining.

D. Financial Items 

1. Monthly Deficit Monitoring Report – Unavailable for this meeting
2. Projected End-of-Year Balance Report**
a. Mr. Mudge Mr. DeFedele and Mrs. Buck had a discussion regarding the fact that there is an approximate $500,000.00 shortfall. 
b. Carol Hueston/Pat Watkins motioned to accept this report.  The motioned carried with a unanimous vote.

3. Year-to-Date Budget Report**
a. Bill Mudge questioned why all the revenues were not accounted for, such as grants which must be appropriated by the Town.  Mrs. Buck responded that grants must be approved by the Town Council first and they always do at the beginning of the year.
b. Mr. Mudge stated that they did not do so for Medicaid.  Mr. DeFedele asked Mrs. Buck to verify with the Town what Mr. Mudge is stating.
c. Mr. Mudge also stated that he wants to see where these monies are spent, and he wants it on this list.

d. Mrs. Buck said that it requires a change in what the committee wants to see.  Mr. Mudge says it is a requirement of the Town Charter.  Mr. DeFedele asked Mr. Mudge to provide this information to him.  Mr. Mudge suggested that Mr. DeFedele have the superintendent or perhaps the Town’s financial manager provide Mr. DeFedele with the information.
e. Pat Watkins/Carol Hueston motioned to approve this report.  The motion carried with a vote of 6/1.  Mr. Mudge voted “No”.
E. Bids and Awards**
1. Davisville Middle School ISDS Bid
a. Mr. Mudge felt that there was no need to pay for inspections and an onsite Supervisor when the Town’s Building Inspector would have to look this over and certify it anyway.
b. Maureen Buck responded that Phil Bergeron, Lewis Cahoone, John Nelson and the Town Engineer had a discussion about this, and they thought that the work might not be completed when school commenced in September.  At that point, an onsite Supervisor might be necessary.  She is only asking for the ability to ask for the item if it becomes necessary.
c. Mr. Mudge stated that this should be planned appropriately so that all the work is done in the summer.
d. Pat Watkins stated that she agreed with Mr. Mudge regarding the planning and motioned to approve the item so that it could go out to bid.  Carol Hueston seconded the item.  The motion carried with a vote of 6/1.  Mr. Mudge voted “No.”

2. Snowplowing Bid
a. Don DeFedele asked Mrs. Buck why it is so difficult to obtain snowplowing.
b. Mrs. Buck responded that we have two schools with a need of heavy equipment.  The only bidder charges $98 for a truck, and $158 for a backhoe with a minimum of 4 hours.

c. Kevin Mulvey/Pat Watkins motioned to approve this bid.  The motion carried with a vote of 5/2.  Mr. Mudge and Dr. Coppa voted “No”.

Unfinished Business
A. Jamestown Contract Language Change
1. Pat Watkins motioned to approve the changes in this contract previously discussed during the November 3rd Worksession, regarding the “transition language”, should it become necessary for Jamestown find it necessary to discontinue sending High School students to North Kingstown.  Carol Hueston seconded the motion which passed with a vote of 6, 0, 1, Bill Mudge abstaining.
B. Five Year Capital Improvement Plan – (Appendix C) 
1. Dr. Halley suggested going over this Plan from the last page forward, which he and the committee then commenced doing.  He stated that as the bond which has recently passed is for maintenance and repair upgrades and anything that needs to be done out of the bond will be done, which will preserve the Capital Reserve Fund for school modernization.
2. Maureen Buck suggested that because so many projects will be going on at the same time, there should be a Clerk of the Works to handle their coordination.

3. Don DeFedele was concerned about a contingency plan should all not be accomplished.

4. Mrs. Buck replied that architectural services (RGB) would determine which projects could be done in summer and determine a true priority list.  
5. Don DeFedele stated that he appreciated Mrs. Buck’s efforts, and suggested presenting this plan to the Asset Management Commission when they meet on December 9, 2004.

6. Bill Mudge felt that there needed to be much more discussion on this plan before any action could go forward.

7. Pat Watkins said that this is Mrs. Buck’s recommendation, and the committee can agree with it or not.  It can also be changed by the Asset Management Commission and be agreed upon by the Town Council or not.  She also mentioned that the committee needed to be mindful of the time, as it was imperative that they adjourn for an Executive Session at 10:00 pm.

8. Kevin Mulvey motioned to accept the Five Year Capital Improvement Plan and Pat Watkins seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a vote of 6/1, Bill Mudge voting “No”.

1. State Assessments
a. Dr. Barbara Fitzsimmons reported that the school system has 9 schools that are high performing, but only 8 were given that distinction.  Wickford Middle School was classified as a “School in Need of Improvement/Insufficient Progress”.  Dr. Fitzsimmons explained that this was because of the decline in the number of special education students being tested which skewed their average.  Because of these students’ remarkable improvements, had the same number been tested as last year, Dr. Fitzsimmons assured the committee that Wickford Middle School would have also been rated a high performing school.  She stated that the “need of improvement” rating was appealed which was denied.
b. Davisville Elementary School is labeled as “Moderately Performing and Sustaining”, as all schools are which do not have grades that are tested (grades 4, 8, and 11).

VII. Committee Member/Citizens’ Comments
A. Pat Watkins stated that it was “a wonderful experience” and “an honor” to serve the community as a School Committee member for the past 14 years.
B. Bill Mudge offered his best wishes for the future to the out going members of the committee.
C. Carol Hueston thanked the community.  
D. Kevin Mulvey wished that the community had the opportunity to sit in a committee member’s seat to see how much work actually does go into 
E. Denise thanked the three members who were leaving and that the committee has a lot of integrity in spite of what is in the newspapers.
F. Don DeFedele also thanked the three leaving members saying that it was a pleasure to work with them, and welcomed the three new members, Renee Cockerill, Mel Benson, and Janice DeFrances, to the committee.
G. Barry Martasian said that the exiting members will be leaving a hole that will be difficult to fill.
H. Dr. Halley said that he will be calling on the exiting members for their expertise in future endeavors.  All agreed to respond.  He also stated that he wanted to recognize the High School field hockey and Cross Country teams.
I. Maureen Buck introduced the new Controller, Lynn LeValley, as well as offering her farewells to the leaving School Committee members.
J. Frank Boffi asked where he might obtain information that is obtained in School Committee packets.
K. Mel Benson offered her thanks to the outgoing members of the School Committee, and stated that the community appreciates the time that these members have put in to the committee.
L. Chris Prata asked why the documents in the packets could not be put on the School Committee website.  Mr. DeFedele responded that most of the documents were not given to the secretary in word format, and would have to be scanned into the system in order to be uploaded onto the web.  This would take an inordinate amount of time in some cases.
M. April Brunelle had questions and comments regarding a few items:
1. First, she wanted to know why there were items presented and voted on at Business Meetings which were never first discussed at Worksessions.
2. Next, she informed Mrs. Buck that Wickford Elementary School is not within the Historic District, but it is protected.  The school department has the right to modernize it, but not to demolish the school.  Mrs. Brunelle stated that any additions must look similar to the original building.
3. Lastly, Mrs. Brunelle said that Wickford Middle School needs more modernization than what is being planned.  When the community voted for the $9 million bond they thought that this school would be getting more than what was discussed this evening in the 5 year Capital Improvement Plan.

Executive Session Pursuant to RIGL 42-46-5 (1), for the Potential Violation 
Of School Committee Policy IJNDB Technology & Electronic Communications Systems 
By a School Committee Member*
*At the election of the School Committee Member, this matter may be heard in public, and Mr. Mudge declared that he wished to have this session opened to the community.

Mr. DeFedele opened the session by stating to Mr. Mudge that he was initially unsure if Mr. Mudge was violating policy IJNDB because he assumed that Mr. Mudge was using his own home computer to disseminate his political message; however, as Mr. DeFedele thought it over, he realized the distribution lists that Mr. Mudge used were set up by the school department for utilization by the school department only, and even though the names are on the internet, Mr. Mudge would not have access to these lists if he were not an authorized user.  Mr. DeFedele stated that he wanted to hold the meeting in Executive Session and ask Mr. Mudge privately not to do this again.
Mr. David Riley of Riley, Oliver and Olsen, Attorneys for the School Committee and School Department, identified the specific instances where Mr. Mudge violated School Committee policy:

1. Mr. Riley stated that Mr. Mudge violated policy INJDB because as a School Committee member, Mr. Mudge is an “authorized user” and the policy states that it covers all who are employed by the school department and “otherwise authorized individuals”.

2. Mr. Riley said that Mr. Mudge’s email could be classified as “political speech” sent out the day before the election in lieu of other advertising - and not school business which is specifically prohibited by Regulation IJNDB-R.
a. I. (A): Use of system for activities not directly related to school business
b. I. (G): Unacceptable use of network for product advertisement or political lobbying
3. Mr. Riley continued and stated that because Mr. Mudge’s letter was political in nature, and he could gain by it, it violated School Committee policy BCA which stated that a member should “avoid using their position for personal gain”.  He also violated State Ethics Law #16-2-9.1 (13) which states that members should “avoid conflicts of interest for personal gain.”
Kevin Mulvey furthered the discussion by mentioning that the regulation I. (H) specifically states that “Use of the network to distribute hate mail, discriminatory remarks, and offensive or inflammatory communication and/or materials including but not limited to slurs, epithets, images, or anything that could be reasonably construed as offensive, objectionable, harassment or disparagement to others,” is an unacceptable use.  Mr. Mulvey asserted that Bill Mudge continuously directs this type of email to administrative personnel and members of the School Committee.  Mr. Mudge is allowed his free speech under the Constitution, but according to Mr. Mulvey, with this email in question Bill Mudge is utilizing the school department’s email system as a “spammer” would.  Mr. Mulvey felt that Mr. Mudge has no intention of abiding by the policy or regulations because he states that they do not apply to him.  Mr. Mulvey therefore recommended that Mr. Mudge be treated as violator of the policy and suggested a revocation of Mr. Mudge’s NKSD email privileges, and barring his email addresses from being distributed in the system as stated in the Policy Statement.
Carol Hueston agreed that Mr. Mudge violated the policy, although she felt that it was important to admonish Mr. Mudge first before revoking his privileges.  Mr. Mudge stated that he had done nothing wrong so that he was not going to change what he was doing.
Denise Coppa agreed with Kevin Mulvey, Mr. DeFedele and Mr. Riley that Mr. Mudge has abused the system; however, she felt that at the present time, Carol Hueston is correct and that it would behoove the committee to reprimand Mr. Mudge. If Mr. Mudge continues to violate his email privileges the committee can always vote to revoke them.  Mr. Mudge stated that there was no reason to wait.
Barry Martasian said that he was troubled by the fact that Mr. Mudge does not respect the wishes of the committee.
Mr. Mudge insisted that he did nothing wrong by sending out that email, and stated that he will do it again.  He said that if the committee wishes to revoke his privileges they may do so at this meeting.
Pat Watkins asked that Mr. Mudge remove her email address completely from his address book.  Mr. Mudge refused.
Denise Coppa motioned to reprimand Bill Mudge for violation of North Kingstown School Committee Policy NSBA #IJNDB, Regulation #IJNDB-R, North Kingstown School Committee Policy NSBA #BCA Code of Conduct for School Committees, and Rhode Island State Ethics Law #16-2-9.1 (13).  Carol Hueston seconded this motion.
Mr. Riley was asked to write these violations down and submit them to Mr. Mudge.

Mr. Mudge complained of other misuses of the email system by other individuals, but was not allowed to discuss them as they were not related to the motion on the floor.
The vote to reprimand Mr. Mudge was 6 to 1, Bill Mudge voting “No”.

A motion to adjourn was made by Carol Huston at 11:04 pm, cc: 03:43:36:00 this motion was seconded by Denise Coppa and received a unanimous vote.
