COURSE LEVEL DESCRIPTIONS

To provide students with academic challenges appropriate to their level of achievement, students are grouped in some classes.

GENERAL

The goal is to have all students become proficient in the content and skills in the core curriculum.  This course is appropriate for students who are reading below grade level or need additional foundational work in math.  

(Rank weight = 2.0)

COLLEGE PREPARATORY 

Course content is at or above the students’ grade level.  This level requires a significant amount of work done beyond school hours and students are expected to be able to take responsibility for their learning and work independently. (Rank weight =3.0)

HONORS

Course content and the expected level of student performance substantially exceeds the norm for that grade level.  These highly challenging courses require additional reading and writing at an advanced level. 

(Rank weight = 3.4)
